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ECOSENSUS (Electronic/Ecological Collaborative Sensemaking Support System) is investigating the sociotechnical issues around developing collaboration tools for participatory environmental decision making amongst marginalised natural resource users in the North Rupununi, Guyana. This project aims to develop and evaluate participatory spatial decision-support tools in a real use-context, with the resulting experiences and know-how encapsulated in open content e-learning resources. This paper will show the initial findings of the project with a special focus on the human-computer interaction in a cross-cultural context and the reaction that these tools have received as we have evolved ways of working with them with the Guyanese stakeholders.
